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Discussion

Since 11 September 2001 and the anthrax attacks that followed in the US, public and policy concerns about the security threats posed by biological weapons have increased significantly. With this has come an expansion of activities where the wisdom of applying national security controls is being considered.  As part of this, questions are being asked today regarding what novel threats might stem from life science research, how scientists can contribute to national defence, and whether some lines of investigation are too 'contentious' to pursue.  As part of an Alfred P. Foundation grant, Malcolm Dando and Brian Rappert are conducting workshops for audiences of researchers.  There are two aims to this seminar: one, to inform participants about current'biosecurity' debates and second, to generate interactive discussion about the merits of proposed policy responses.
Finnish bioresearch and legistation in the area are also discussed.
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
