Singapore

Singapore is fast becoming one of the leading Biomedical Sciences Hub in Asia. Home too many leading pharmaceutical, biotechnology, medical technology and healthcare services companies, Singapore is expanding and strengthening its capabilities across the value chain from basic research to clinical trials, product and process development, full-scale manufacturing and healthcare delivery. 

In fact, over the past two decades, Singapore has built a broad spectrum of research capabilities in biomedical sciences at its publicly-funded research institutes with core competences in molecular biology, bioprocessing technology, genomics, bioinformatics, bioengineering and nanotechnology. Today, exports of biomedical sector accounts for more than 4% of GDP.

The government will invest 6.5 billion euros over the next 5 years (2006 – 2010) in R&D on biomedical sciences, environmental and water technologies, interactive and digital media to develop Singapore’s research and development capabilities. This presents opportunities for Finnish companies to work with and export their expertise to Singapore/Asia.
Finland

Finland has a substantial presence in biotechnology. The sector has evolved naturally out of a well-established biomedical research base, which has been supported by generous and committed public and private financing. Although the industry is young and predominantly privately owned, this chilly North European country offers a warm hearth for biotechnology start-ups.
